Championship Classes: To compete a horse must have been shown in and completed a qualifying class in a division addressed by the
championship class.

Important Information: All horses on show grounds must have a current Coggins and health certificate. Persons on federal or certified HIO
suspensions or disqualifications may not transport a horse to the show grounds and may not participate in the show in any way other than as a
spectator. All individuals who desire to participate in KMSHA/SMHA classes must be a member in good standing as defined in the rulebook.

Note: Page 22 of the rulebook states the class is considered complete when all requirements of the class have been met and the judge has turned in a
signed card.
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
